Summer Encounter Packing List
Packing Checklist:

· Long shorts are ok to wear during the day, depending on the day’s activity. Capris and most athletic shorts are long enough, and they are ok to wear. NO short-shorts. As a rule, if your arms are at your sides and your fingers hang longer than your shorts- your shorts are too short.
· t-shirts or collared shirts 
· blue jeans or khakis or other pants
· light weight jacket and a sweatshirt
· 2 pair comfortable shoes - tennis shoes are great (one of these should be good for working/light construction)

· a pair of sandals or flip flops for when we are in our rooms or during classes
· a couple of dressier outfits for church (doesn’t need to be too fancy, though)
GIRLS: a skirt or dress is a good idea for church (no tummy showing, no sun dresses with narrow straps.) 

GUYS: good dress pants and dress shirt, good dress jeans, khaki’s, LONG shorts.
· bathing suit—MODEST (Girls ONE piece ONLY-modesty is the key word.)

· bring your own pillow 

· sunscreen (at least 30)

· money belt to wear under clothing (optional)
· bath towels (at least 2)

· washcloth

· Personal Toiletries: 
· toothbrush

· toothpaste

· soap or body wash

· shampoo

· disposable razor

· comb/brush

· deodorant

· lip moisturizer

· tissues (packages) 
· listerine/mouth wash (to clean our water bottles. They get a little musty smelling.)

· facial wipes
· moisturizer
· wet ones

· laundry bag

· vitamins (if you usually take them)
· sunglasses

· waterless hand sanitizer 
· flashlight and extra batteries

· rain poncho or compact umbrella

· bug spray 35% deet is fine. 

· Bible/journal/pen

· camera and film (if your camera is not digital) ; extra batteries/charger; surge suppressor strip or wall plug with surge suppressor
· wind up or battery operated alarm clock.

· small photo album, pictures of your family, where you live, seasons, friends, etc. (avoid showing possessions)
· bed sheets
· any prescription medication that you’re currently taking (It is important that the medication be in the bottle with the prescription on it, not in an unmarked bag.)

· Imodium and pepto-bismol pills

· Tylenol, Advil, or any headache medicine or cold medicine
· small backpack or duffel bag to use as day pack 
· water bottle
· PHOTO ID (passport or driver’s license and birth certificate)  NOTE: Canadians need a passport
· spending money for souvenirs, snacks, giving as you feel led, etc. (U.S. currency is fine; it can be used all over Juarez. If you need to withdraw money from an ATM in Juarez, you may be charged a fee in excess of $10 for your transaction, so it may be best to bring your money in cash.)
DO NOT PACK YOUR PASSPORT OR MONEY IN YOUR DUFFEL OR SUITCASE. Bring these items in your small carry on case when traveling to Juarez!  
Mountains Trip Extras: You will be going on a trip to the Sierra in August. Be sure you have a backpack/duffle bag (airport carry-on size is perfect) to pack for a 10-day trip to the mountains. You will also need a sleeping bag, sleeping mat, warm sweatshirt (it can be chilly at night), and a small tent (if you have one already). Girls: You will need to wear skirts during this part of the trip. Skirts should be no shorter than knee-length. 

Laundry Facilities: You will have access to a washing machine (plan on line-drying your clothes) at the Hacienda, which is the name of the facility where you will stay in Juarez.
